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Rockfish season started off as hot as a firecracker on Saturday with the Bay and Potomac 

producing plenty of the big spawning stripers.  Both trollers and shore fishermen scored on 

plenty of trophy rockfish.  Private boats and charter captains all did very well as the weather, 

though choppy, did not disrupt the fishing nearly as much as the weathermen had predicted. 

  

Capt. Greg Buckner on the Miss Susie had his limit of 15 trophy Rockfish by 9:30 AM, 

trolling above Cove Point.  Richard Tippet and his wife found huge rockfish in the lower 

Potomac as the sun rose on a beautiful Saturday morning. 

  

A total of seven trophy rockfish were checked in from Hog Point on the Naval Air Station 

Patuxent River where surfcasters found big rockfish within casting distance using blood-

worms as bait. 

  

Trollers are using parachutes, bucktails, umbrella rigs, and tandem rigs in both white and 

chartreuse.  White lures with purple heads were hot on opening day.  

  

Croakers are now being caught in the mouth of the Patuxent, off the beach at Point Lookout, 

and up the Potomac at Bushwood.  The fishing is picking up daily as the waters warm up, 

but the action is in its infancy.  The best report was from Saturday from a group that fished 

all Friday night into the dawn of Saturday and had caught a string of about 20 big croaker 

off Hog Point (NAS) in the mouth of the Patuxent.  

  

Fresh water fishing is good with bluegill and crappie at St. Mary's Lake and trout at the 

stocked ponds of Gilbert Run and Calvert Cliffs.
