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The trophy rockfish continue to be excellent.  Both the Bay and the Potomac are producing 

fish consistently, with the Potomac being the hot spot from Tall Timbers to buoys 7 and 9. 

Fish were checked in and photos were taken all week at The Tackle Box, as you can see be-

low.   

Not everyday is outstanding as weather conditions and fronts moving through can move the 

fish patterns around and cause lockjaw, but most days will bring a fish or two, and the good 

days will have the limits filled in a couple of hours.  The best fishing is at daybreak.  

Trollers using umbrellas, tandem rigs and daisy chains are all doing well.  

Shore fishermen have found some big rockfish at Point Lookout and at Hog Point (NAS).  

Croaker catches continue to improve in the mouth of the Patuxent, at Point Lookout, and off 

the public pier under the Solomons Bridge where night fishermen made very good catches 

last Friday night.  Bloodworms, shrimp, and squid will work for croaker.  Some fine white 

perch have shown up too.  

Each day the water warms a little and the blue fish and spot will find their way up the Bay in 

the next few weeks.  The perch will be in the creeks by May first.
